Arrivals and departures are permitted only on the
specified dates. Participants are responsible for
organising their own travel. All arrivals must be to
Leicester St Margaret’s Bus Station or Leicester Railway
Station by 6:00 pm on 3rd August. Participants will be
collected from these arrival points. All departures should
be planned from Northampton Bus Station or
Northampton Railway Station from 12:00 pm onwards
on 13th August. Participants will be dropped off at these
departure points prior to midday departures.

You will stay at our main camp hotel for nine nights in
same sex rooms (two participants per room). On the final
day you will relocate to another hotel, in same sex rooms
(two per room) prior to departure the following day.
